1. Choose a book from the specified genre.

2. Show your teacher the book you want to read for approval.

3. Read the book at school during, at home, and whenever you have free time.

4. There will be a sign up sheet for you to sign up for a time to present your Book Celebration.  The schedule will be posted on my website once it is finalized.

5. Complete the book report form, a brief summary, and a project.

6. Present your Book Celebration to the class, which includes your book report form, summary, and project.

Fifth Grade Reading Project List 
	Cartoon

Create a Plot Graphic Organizer to plan your cartoon. Fold a piece of paper into 8 sections or frames.The first frame should include the title & author. Transfer the information from the  Plot Graphic Organizer to the remaining frames. Make sure you include illustrations with color and detail and captions or dialogue bubbles to describe each section. 


	Commercial

Create a 30-second "commercial" for the book you read. In the first 30 seconds of the commercial, tell what is good about the book. The next 2 minutes will feature the student reading a favorite passage from the book -- a passage that might motivate others to want to read the book.
	PowerPoint Presentation

Write a story map that includes the title and author, protagonist, antagonist, setting, conflict, plot, climax, resolution, and theme(for fiction) or flow map(for nonfiction). Then create a Power Point presentation that includes at least 10 slides showcasing important events or  information from your book. You must include pictures, animation and captions.  You will need to give a brief  explanation of each slide during your presentation.
	Collage

Make a list of pictures and descriptions that you want to include in your collage. Then create a collage on a poster board that includes various pictures. Then write descriptions that include main events, characters, and details(fiction) or important facts(nonfiction) that represent the book. 



	Design a Newspaper

Create a front page of a newspaper and write at least three detailed articles that pertain to your book. Use color and detail on your newspaper.


	Diorama

Choose a main event from your book and write a summary.  Then create a diorama of this event. Your diorama must be 3 dimensional with background and detail.
	Book Cover

Create a new book cover that includes a new cover design(title, author, and illustration), a short summary on the front jacket, a brief description about the author on the back jacket, and a few reviews on the back cover. 
	Brown Bag Story

Create a Brown Bag Story.  Choose at least 5 items to represent story elements from the story. Write a brief description explaining how the item relates to the story and why you included it in the bag. Put the items in a bag. 



	Letters

Write two letters from two different characters point of view. The first letter is from the 1st  character to the 2nd character . The second letter is a response from the 2nd character to the 1st character’s letter.  Make sure you include details and events from the story in your letters with thoughts and opinions.
	  Paper Mache

Make a main character out of paper mache. Write a character profile that includes at least 4 character traits and examples of events that showcase those character traits.

	Scrapbook

Design a scrapbook with a cover and at least 4 pages inside. Include pictures and captions that represent events and characters from the book(fiction) or important facts (nonfiction).


	Travel Brochure

Create a travel brochure about the place or places in the book. It must be a tri-fold brochure with information on all 6 sections. 



	Plot Changer

Write a different ending or add a new chapter to the story. You need to include the main characters and add at least 8 main events with details. 
	Puppet Show

Write a script for a puppet show summarizing one main event in the book. Create the puppet(s) and the setting for the puppet show so you can perform it.


	In Character

Dress up like a character in your book and perform an event or summarize the book from that character’s point of view.


	  Game

Create a game using the setting and main events(fiction) or important facts(nonfiction)  as part of the game. You must have written rules and directions for the game.
